To my Family of Sacred Heart (St. Paul) and St. Joseph/BOL Parishes, 
 HAMMING IT UP: It’s time for another “Parish Family Dinner!” This time we will be at Sacred 
Heart, with Debbie Salamon and her talented sous chefs preparing a soul-warming ham dinner. When will 
we gather? Thursday, November 21, 6:00 pm, in the Audi. Many of you have already RSVP’d, but in the 
event that you have not, please know that you are most welcome. Join us. It promises to be a wonderful 
night of food and fellowship. 
 GOOD RIDDINS ASBESTOS: The abatement of our asbestos issue at the former Sacred Heart 
School building is scheduled to begin, November 18. This is good news! Depending on what the team finds 
when they enter the building, we expect the process to be completed within a month (at the most). Our 
hope, you may remember, is that the building is found to be structurally sound upon the removal of the   
asbestos. If it is, a local non-profit organization is extremely interested in purchasing the school. Their hope 
is that the building can become a place of “transformational” housing for our local homeless brothers and 
sisters. This means that the tenants would be provided with the resources and skills necessary to become 
healthy, stable and employed members of the community. I will certainly keep you  informed as this process 
plays out. 
 EUCHARISTIC CONSECRATION: Over 100 of you – either in small groups or at home – have 
been participating in our “33 Days to Eucharistic Glory” study. I’ve been one of those who have been    
praying the devotions each night at home, but the word from the small groups is that the conversations and 
the mutual building up of faith have been powerful. The “33 days” culminate in a Holy Hour before the 
Blessed Sacrament next Sunday (the Solemnity of Christ the King) from 3:00 – 4:00 pm at St. Joseph/Bread 
of Life Community. Participants will pray the prayer of Eucharistic Consecration near the end of that hour 
of adoration. Even if you have not been preparing for the Consecration, you are absolutely welcome to join 
us for the Holy Hour. As St. Mother Teresa taught us: the best moments of life are those spent in prayer 
before our Lord’s Eucharistic Presence. 
 ADVENT LITURGICAL CHANGES: As we enter into the Advent season on November 30, you 
will notice a few liturgical changes at our three churches. The most noticeable will involve our Extraordinary 
Ministers. Currently, at all three churches, they are approaching the altar as the Lamb of God is chanted. 
The liturgical rubrics, though, direct them not to enter the sanctuary until the priest celebrant has consumed 
the Body and Blood. We will abide by that directive. Once the ministers have received, the Communion rite 
will proceed as normal. At the 10:45 am Mass, a significant change will be that the Precious Blood will again 
be available to those receiving Communion. Two ministers with chalices will stand to the left and right of 
the center aisle on the first step of the sanctuary stairs. If you prefer not to receive from the chalice, or if 
you are not feeling well, that’s fine. Remember that the “entire” Body and Blood of Christ is present in both 
the host and the consecrated wine. Finally, it is in a deacon’s “job description” to read the general            
intercessions at Mass. So, if either Deacon Tony or Deacon Doug are present, they will do that reading. 
Thank you to all as we strive to offer our Masses with the solemnity and devotion that they demand.
